Easter weekend the Westland Car Club’s annual Garvey’s Creek rally sprint and Glohe
Mine Hill climb were held at Reefton on the Saturday and Sunday in unseasonable
weather. It was a weekend of many seasons, Rain, fog and tiny bursts of watery sunshine,
an army of wasps and squadrons of twin engine stealth bomber Sandfly’s seeking out to
savour the delights of new foreign regional blood!! The local wildlife could be excused for
their uncertainty that the Easter Bunny shoot was all on or that Duck shooting season was
starting early.

The roads were tricky in the wet and ever changing conditions but ultimate smooth wide
roads for driving.

He didn’t quite have the horsepower of the Mitsubishi Evo’s running with
big or no restrictors on Av gas and with his lack of local knowledge of the roads from
previous years he was certainly at a disadvantage. However with his experience from the
National Rally Championship competition he was quick out of the blocks and obviously
delighted to have started each of the days slotted in with opening runs at or very near the

post finishing times that were recorded for the last 2 years the event has been held.

Knapp was also consistent and posting good times despite the issues he faced with his car.
He was the guilty party endangering the nerves of unsuspecting officials and scaring the
local wildlife into cowering for cover. His car was sounding angry and loud as he backfired
and traversed the course with continued loud pops and bangs from the anti lag. Day two
the car was tamed by not using the anti lag as aggressively. Sadly a mechanical issue had
him stranded on the 4th run with a clutch problem that saw a premature end to his day.

A great weekend which I’m sure will be even bigger and better next year. Can’t wait!!!
